UMPIRES CORNER  

Q1 A player stands on the mat with the toes of both feet beyond the front of the mat 
and delivers his bowl. Is he foot faulting? 

Q2 The first end in a game is tied. Skip A says they are going to play the first end 
again and wants to toss for the mat. Skip B disagrees, and calls an umpire. Who is 
correct? 

Q3 A player attempts to determine the shot by placing his foot between the jack and 
the bowls in question before his skip delivers his bowl. His opponent objects. 
What is the position? 

Q4 A delivered bowl comes to rest on the green, but resting also on a jack which is in 
the ditch. Is this bowl marked as a toucher? 

Q5 Players are changing over during a team game and a small child runs onto the 
rink and picks up the jack. What action must be taken and by whom? 

A1 Yes. Before delivery one foot must be fully on the mat (Law 20.1). 
A2 Skip B. The end is a completed end (Law 41.2, Law 41.4). 
A3 This is a premature measuring, not allowed (Law 40.3). 
A4 No, as the jack is already in the ditch (Law 24.3) 
A5 The jack should be replaced in its former position. Should the skips not agree on 

the position of the jack, the end is declared dead (Law 33.3.3).

Saturday Pennant 
 
The 2010-2011 Pennant Season will see the continuation of the Match Committee’s 
commitment to our 4 year plan of the transitional rebuilding of the top side. 
We acknowledge that we have a number of ageing “stars” and it’s fair to say their best 
bowls may be behind them, and we can no longer depend on them to perform at their 
best week in and week out at the very competitive highest level during a long pennant 
season. 
It is vital for the club’s long term successful future that we identify those bowlers who 
can take the next step and more importantly provide those bowlers with the specific 
coaching and training drills required to improve their game, enabling them to take that 
next step with confidence. 
Our coaching staff has been proactive and has put together a comprehensive training 
package which will be implemented to provide bowlers with the opportunity to take 
their game to the next level. 
We will continue Brian’s very interesting, worthwhile and successful Sunday Morning 
coaching sessions, which we believe can be supplemented with a number of additional 
drills as outlined in the very excellent new ACTIVITIES HANDBOOK. 
These include: Activities for Shot Development 
 Multiple Shot Skills Tests 
 Games for Shot Development 
An integral part of practice and training is to involve participants in activities which 
provide a hands-on learning environment – simulating all or a portion of the total game 
environment. 
We have also purchased a number of training videos featuring Karen Murphy and 
Cameron Curtis, which are excellent and we plan to run at least one viewing session for 
interested bowlers. 
Congratulations to our third (3rd) side on being promoted to Division 3. It was an 
excellent effort by the group. 
Congratulations on promotion to 4th Division to one of our 5th Div. sides, very well

Finally, it’s no secret the selectors were very disappointed with the high rate of 
unavailable bowlers each week and the ensuing problems this created for team and 
rink continuity 
Please give serious thought about your commitment to pennant before you enter your 
name on the available list. 
We would rather have FIVE teams of committed pennant bowlers than seven teams 
and go through the hassles we had this year.
